Experts say that the impact of climate change is being more perceptibly felt in the Hindu Kush Himalayan region. With global warming in the Himalayas being greater than the global average, there has been an increase number and frequency of climate-induced hazards including GLOFs. 

The already fragile ecosystem of Himalayas is getting further threatened and the high hazard-profile is putting the mountain communities and high value socio-economic and infrastructure assets at greater risk. Bhutan located in the region faces such threats in future. 

Further, shifting climatic patterns, the hazard and risk profile in the Himalayas is likely to undergo a major change and Bhutan is likely to experience it impacts. 

Experts say Bhutan with its fragile eco-system, the terrain and many glaciers it is vulnerable to GLOF.
